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One of the great pleasures of meeting Karine Abgaryan and
her daughter, Amalia, is hearing them talk so passionately,
so eloquently, about a wide variety of subjects. In fact, their
intellectual curiosity can be nothing short of infectious. Ask
Mrs. Karine about the textile traditions of any major region
of historic or present-day Armenia, and she'll be thrilled to
describe for you their unique characteristics and intricacies.
As for Amalia, one topic that's particularly close to her heart
is education. She is equally enthusiastic about the subject of
disability rights, and about Armenian society's ever-so-slowly-
improving attitudes toward persons with disabilities.

Mrs. Karine, a 64-year old single mother, holds a degree
in textile technology from Armenia's State University of
Engineering. For many years, she has worked at the Hope
Orphanage, in Gyumri. Since 2008, she has worked athome as a
dressmaker, sewing and repairing clothes at affordable prices.
Amalia, who is 28 years old, has a master's degree from Gyumri
State Pedagogical University. For the past several years, she
has worked at alocal rehabilitation center for disabled persons.

All her life, Mrs. Karine says, she has been led by the principle
of doing and giving one's absolute best, irrespective of
circumstances. That principle, very much adopted by Amalia,
too, has served this small family well, especially considering the
tough circumstances it has faced. In 1988, Mrs. Karine's world
came tumbling down as the Spitak earthquake devastated the
city of Gyumri. Many of her loved ones died in the disaster, and
she lost her home. Ever since that time, she and her family have
been essentially homeless. In the immediate aftermath of the
earthquake, they received a makeshift hut, known as a domik,
as an emergency shelter. This was supposed to be a temporary
solution, until the government could provide the family with
an actual home. For the Abgaryans, like thousands of other
families in Gyumri, that day has never come.

The Abgaryans' one-bedroom domik was very nearly the
epitome of substandard housing: it was rickety and cramped,
and lacked basic amenities and comforts such as a proper
kitchen. Moreover,because of aleakyroof and lack of insulation,
itwas perennially vulnerable to Gyumri's extreme heatand cold.




Allthat changed on August 7,2019, when
adelegation from Armenia Fund USA paid
the Abgaryans a surprise visit, to present
the family with a wonderful gift, the keys
to a new home. The delegation included
Mrs. Manoush Mamian, the benefactor of
the project, as well as her son Chris and
other family members. Armenia Fund was
able to provide the Abgaryans with a new
home through its partnership with ARS
Western Region, thanks to a $100,000
donation by Mrs. Mamian. With this
amount, Armenia Fund not only provided
apartmentstothe Abgaryans and another
family, the Karapetyans, but plans on
providing homes to two more families in
Gyumri soon.

The Abgaryans' new apartment was
everything they had dreamed of: bright,
spacious, fully furnished, and featuring
all necessary amenities, including home
appliances. Here, in this wonderful
environment, Mrs. Karine would feel
incomparably more comfortable
receiving customers and focusing on her
work, while Amalia would find renewed
inspiration to concentrate on herteaching
and social-service projects.

“The Abgaryans, like so many other
struggling families in Gyumri, are hard-
working, resourceful, and proud,” says
Maria Mahranian, president of Armenia
Fund USA. “All they need is a little chance
to be able to live with dignity again, so that
they can build a better future.”

TO CHANGE A LIEE

As Mrs. Zabella recalls, giving up was
never an option.

In December 1988, before the Spitak
earthquake shook Gyumri to its
foundations, Zabella Karapetyan was
a young wife and the mother of a two-
year-old girl. She was also pregnant
with her second child. By the time that
first, horrific jolt stopped, Mrs. Zabella
remembers, she had lost much that
was invaluable to her: the earthquake
had claimed the lives of her husband,
many other loved ones, and friends; and
her home, which once brimmed with
wonderful memories, lay in ruins.

But life had to go on. With nerves of
steel and a resolve that was made all the
stronger by a mother's survival instinct,
Mrs. Zabella began to rebuild her life.
At first, her brothers gave her some
financial assistance to help her get back
on her feet. Soon, however, she found
work at a retail store and went on to
raise her children on her own. She also
secured a good education for them.
Marusya, her elder daughter, became a
computer operator. Now 33, Marusya is
a single mother raising her one-year-old
son. Mrs. Zabella's younger daughter,
30-year-old Arusyak, is currently
training to become a chef.

Despite such strides, however, one
terrible legacy of the earthquake
was to remain stubbornly intact. For
24 years, Mrs. Zabella and her family
were stuck living in a dilapidated hut,
known as a domik, that was given to
them by the government as a temporary
housing solution. Over the years, as no
housing assistance materialized and
the Karapetyans were not able to afford
a better residence, they did their utmost
to make their rickety hut as livable as
possible. As importantly, they never lost
hope that one day their hard work would
be complemented with the joy of having
a safe, comfortable home.

In the course of the mission at the
Stepanakert Republican Medical

As in 2018, a key factor contributing
to the success of the latest mission
was a major donation of state-of-
the-art equipment for eye surgeries
and gastrointestinal (Gl) procedures,
donated by Chevy Chase Surgery
Center to the Stepanakert Republican
Medical Center.

The 25-member volunteer team from
ChevyChaseSurgeryCentercomprised
top surgeons and specialists in the
fields of ophthalmology, GI, obstetrics/
gynecology,anesthesiology,pathology,
and family medicine, as well as nurses
and surgical technicians.
